ANSWER : Section 604.4.1 Lavatory fau-
cets. Lavatory faucets shall be of the me-
tering type when located in the following
public restrooms:

1. In all occupancies in restrooms which
have six or more lavatories.

2. In school occupancies in student-use
restrooms.

3. In assembly occupancies in all cus-
tomer or public-use restrooms.
You may also reference Table 403.1 for

classification of the specific type occu-
pancy you are looking for. Be sure to look

at footnotes e and | below Table 403.1.

ANSWER : Section 405.3.1 specifies on

clearances for water closets (toilets).

405.3.1 Water closets, urinals, lavatories and bidets. 4
water closet, urinal, lavatory or bidet shall not be set closer
than 15 inches (381 mm) fFom its center to aoy side wall,
parfifion, vanify or other obstruction, or closer thanm 30
inches (742 mm) center-to-center berween adjacent fmx-
mares. There shallbe atleasta 21-inch (533 mm) clearance in
front ofthe water closet, urinal, lavatory or bidet to amy wall
fixture or door. Water closet compariments shall not be less
than 30 inches (762 mm) wide and §0 inches {1524 mm}
deep (zee Figure 4035 3.1)

Excepiion: For one- and two-family dwellings snd

townhouses see the North Caroling Residential Code.
