During 2008 the Winston-Salem Police Department received 49,579 reported incidents of 
crime. This is an 8.3% increase over the previous year.  Index Crime is murder, rape, 
robbery, aggravated assault, burglary, larceny and motor vehicle theft. A detailed 
statistical section is included for each index crime type. Overall, index crime increased 
11.1% over 2007. All other crime types are grouped together under the Part Two Crime 
section. 

HISTORICAL PERSPECTIVE 
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Between 1998 and 2008 the population of the City of Winston-Salem increased 34.4% 
and index crime increased 7.5%. Overall, the index crime rate per 100,000 population 
decreased  20.0% 
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Index Crime (Part One) includes the total number of violent crimes (murder, rape, robbery and aggravated assault) and 
property crimes (burglary, larceny and motor vehicle theft). In 1999 the Winston-Salem Police Department began to 
report crime data based on categories and definitions conforming to Incident Based Reporting (IBR) standards in which 
all crimes per incidents are reported.  The following charts and tables report all crime using the IBR method. The total 
number of victims is counted in murder, rape, and aggravated assault. The total number of incident charges is counted in 
robbery, burglary, larceny and motor vehicle theft.   
 
An offense is considered cleared when at least one offender is arrested for that offense, even though several offenders 
may be involved.  Several offenses may be cleared by the arrest of one person, while the arrest of multiple offenders may 
only clear one offense.  Not all crimes are cleared during the calendar year in which the offense occurred. Clearance rates 
are based on the total crimes cleared during the reporting period, regardless of when the crime occurred. 
 
Note: The index crime data is provided yearly to the State Bureau of Investigation (SBI). The SBI converts the index 
crime data back to the Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) standards in which only the most serious crime is reported 
according to the UCR hierarchical reporting. Therefore; crime figures listed for Winston-Salem that are published by the 
SBI and the Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) will be different than what is listed in this document. 
 
Overall, the IBR data for index crime in Winston-Salem shows a 11.1% increase in crime from 2007 to 2008. 
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During 2008, a total of 17,481 Index Crimes were reported.  The highest number of crimes was reported in April, 
followed by July and June.  February had the lowest number of index crimes.  Larceny accounted for 54.1% of all index 
crimes while burglary and aggravated assault comprised 27.1% and 7.3% respectively.

Not included in the count for this offense classification are 
deaths caused by suicide, accident; justifiable homicides; and attempts to murder, which are 
scored as aggravated assaults. 
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In 2008, there were 17 offenses of murder in which 19 persons were killed.  The victim total number 
represents a decrease of 26.9% over 2007.
