Address: 434 South Westview Drive — [Do Nothing-Oppose] The May 2008 proposal
extended MLKJ Drive from trade Street along Eighth Street corridor and beyond the
Eighth/Buxton intersection westward to Broad Street. | favored that proposal as it consumed
only a small portion of my property along Eighth Street. Moreover, from a construction cost
point of view it made use of an existing street surface (Eighth from Cherry/Marshall to
Buxton), provided a straight path to the west and avoided, as much as possible, topographical
hindrances. The earlier proposal also protected the green area on Spruce south of Eighth (lots
011, 010, 102, and 202 of block 0141).

I do not favor the March 2009 proposal. Lots 011,010,102 and 202, which I have aggregated
during the past 30 years, would be severed by a routing of MLKJ Drive southwestward from
Cherry Marshall and converting an existing great area to asphalt surfacing. I understand that
this new proposal has arisen in deference to Hanes Companies, Inc. unwillingness to
relinquish their parking lot (west of Buxton) for street construction. However, you may want
to take note that your pictures show that their parking lot is only partly used. Nevertheless, |
can appreciate the city’s favoring a business enterprise with a local payroll.

I have had several direct and indirect offers from Hanes Companies, Inc. to buy my Eighth
Street properties (lots 104 and 105 of block 0152 and 201 of block 0141). I have declined and
they have declined my proposals to swap properties.

As for my development plans, I would like to accommodate the city by constructing and
leasing a new fire station. I discussed the possibility of it some time ago with Johnny
Cockerman, then the city’s real estate manager, with whom [ had done business in the 80°s in
my job with Reynolds.

To summarize, I favor the May 2008 proposal or alternately the “Northwest Blvd. route.” I
do not favor the March 2009 MLKJ Drive extension proposal. I would vigorously oppose
sale of my Spruce/English property but would be receptive to proposals for swapping my
land for other suitable land in the area.

Address: 187 West End. Blvd — [Do Nothing-Oppose] | am a resident owner occupant of
property that is contiguous with the indicated southern right-of-way boundary of the three
“alternatives.” I have a long history of neighborhood involvement helping to stabilize and
improve this section of the West End (also known as Crystal Towers section). The
investments made in purchase, sweat equity, and public financial assistance toward the
continued improvement of this area by the City and those of us citizens who bought in during
the mid-1970’s is substantial. The continued attempts of constructing urban thoroughfares
threaten those investments.
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My opposition has been of long standing, dating to the late 1970’s-early 1980°s. At that time,
this thoroughfare idea was commonly known as the Ninth Street Freeway proposal and was
supposed to provide a short cut from US Highway 52 to what is now Business 40 at the
Cloverdale Avenue-First Street Interchange. The older residents areas of the center city need
protection and public support to keep the city viable and healthy. This thoroughfare idea is a
threat to our health as an urban center. In response to the overwhelming, greater than
seventy-five percent (75%) opposition registered at the first public workshop, I recommend
this thoroughfare extension idea be removed from the Urban Area Thoroughfare Plan. There
should be no additional expenditure of public funds on this idea. I suggest the following ideas
that would better serve public purposes:

1. Site the new Public Library on the land bounded by North Marshall Street-West Seventh
Street-Buxton Street-West Eighth Street, including discontinuous segment of North
Spruce Street.

2. Construct minor streetscape improvements to Chatham Road from Buxton Street to

Northwest Boulevard; curb guttering, storm drains, sidewalks.

Add the segment of Peters Creek from University parkway to Hanes Park to the City

Parks and Recreation administration and develop the stream and flood plain for

recreational use.

4. Develop plans and encourage passenger rail use form Winston-Salem State University,
refurbish the Station on Martin Luther King, Jr. Drive, through downtown to Clemmons
with stations along route.

Partnership thanks you and the City of Winston-Salem for giving us the opportunity to
comment on the proposed Martin Luther King, Jr. Drive Extension, an engineering feasibility
study your firm is currently undertaking. The idea of an urban boulevard around the north
and west side of the Downtown Winston-Salem was proposed by urban designers over
twenty years ago. Moreover, planners and transportation engineers have consistently
endorsed the roads the roads construction on every downtown plan update since that initial
recommendation. As a result of that advice, Winston-Salem’s most recent Downtown Plan
2007 features that road extension as an integral part of our long-term vision. The principle
benefit of this road extension would be to help frame the downtown with a vehicular system
that promotes a walkable pedestrian environment in the center of downtown. It would also
provide more convenient access from the northwestern suburbs (the Reynolda/Robinhood
corridor) to the Arts District, the Research Park and WSSU. The Downtown Winston-Salem
Partnership has worked for a number of years to advance this project. We are now most
pleased that actual design options are being evaluated. To that end, the partnership’s
Infrastructure’s Committee, Executive and full Board have endorsed the road concept and
selected Alternative B as the preferred route. A copy of that route is attached as well as a
supporting letter from Infrastructure Committee, Steve Cavanaugh.

Based on our discussions today related to the proposed Martin Luther King, Jr. Drive
Extension, the Downtown Winston-Salem Partnership would like to add the following
comment to our initial letter dated April 29, 2009. The Downtown Plan 2007, the approved
public policy for the downtown sub-area includes as part of our transportation linkages
recommendation, the placement of a traffic circle, or roundabout at the intersection of
University Parkway and Martin Luther King, Jr. Drive. Clearly this is an important gateway
into downtown Winston-Salem from the north and an entry gateway at the location would
enhance visitor’s perceptions of the downtown area as they enter from the north. Moreover,
roundabouts are wonderful traffic enhancements as we move to a more sustainable, “green”
community as they mitigate vehicles added ozone pollution to the urban environment as they
site at traffic lights. Adding a roundabout at the location would address that environmental
issue. Most importantly, the creation of a traffic circle feature at that location would allow for
a more southern routing of the proposed roadway to the west of the intersection, thereby
reducing the impact the road’s construction would have on future expansion opportunities of
the Hanes Companies. Based on these considerations, we strongly urge that the originally
proposed roundabout be added to the final road design.

Address: Steve Cavanaugh’s Attachment — [Alternative B] On behalf of the Downtown
Winston-Salem Partnership Infrastructure Committee [ want to document our endorsement of

Alternative B as the preferred alternative for the Martin Luther King Extension bid. As you
are aware, the City of Winston Salem has hired Wilbur Smith Associates to perform an
alternatives analysis and develop recommended alignments for this extension. Members of
the Infrastructure Committee participated in the public hearing process and had opportunity
to speak directly with the transportation consultants.

After review and consideration of the three alternatives, we found that Alternative B provides
the most direct and unimpeded travel pathway with the roundabout providing a continuous
flow condition at the intersection of Martin Luther King and Broad Street. This Alternative
provides a general east-west alignment that is consistent with the Downtown plan. The
stopped condition as is indicated in Alternative A and B stop condition and requirement for a
right turn to then join Northwest Boulevard as identified in Alternative C, we believe lessens
the overall agreement with the approved Downtown Plan for our northern transportation
corridor.

I also want to state formally that the Infrastructure Committee hopes that this project can be
accelerated and the work completed well in advance of the improvements to Business 40 as
this will become a reliever route from US 52 in the northwest direction. We have submitted
this recommendation to the Executive Committee and received their endorsement at the April
1*" meeting. We are pleased that this project is moving forward and I am hopeful that this
letter of support will clarify the Partnership’s position and that it may become part of the
formal written process.

1 e The committee reviewed the Hanes Corporation Alignment and the
I DISCUSSION following points were discussed:

v The angle at the proposed MLK Extension / Marshall Street is not
desirable from a Traffic Engineering standpoint.

v The committee felt that the MLK Extension has been on the
Thoroughfare Plan for years and Hanes Corporation should have
been aware of these plans well before they purchased the property
in question.

v The Hanes Corporation Alignment would require significant
intersection rework at the MLK Extension / Buxton Street / 7"
Street intersection, to the east of the project.

v The committee recognized that Hanes Corporation probably did
not desire for their property to be bisected by the MLK Extension.
One committee member stated that there may be opportunities for
Hanes Corporation to reclaim adjacent land in exchange for the
land lost under the original alternative.



Anthony Isley briefed the committee on the Preliminary Cost Estimates
done for the three (3) proposed alternatives. Below is the estimated total
cost of each alternative presented in the meeting:
v Alternative A - $8,900,000 |
v Alternative B - $9,940,000 i
v Alternative C - $6,900,000

Connie Curtis stated that wood pole signal installations were typically used |
with aerial utilities and metal poles signal installations were usually ‘
preferred for underground utilities. ‘

Robert Prestwood stated that the property values given within the cost
estimate was probably the best data that could be used for the preliminary
cost estimates. WSA will contact the Real Estate Division for updated unit |
costs. ‘

The committee asked that the cost of the West End Roundabout be
presented as a project independent of the proposed MLK Extension
project.

WSA is to keep the Broad Street / West End Boulevard improvements in
the cost estimate.

WSA will rework the cost estimate for Alternative A at Northwest
Boulevard / MLK Extension intersection, as it transitions to a 2- lane
section to the west of that intersection.

Radha Krishna Swayampakala gave a brief summary of the modeling
analysis performed by RS&H, which originally analyzed MLK Drive as a
multilane section between Trade Street and Cherry / Marshall Street.
Committee decided to leave concepts as a 2-lane divided for now.

Stan Polanis felt that it was necessary to analyze existing facilities along
Northwest Boulevard to determine if there are any feasible improvements
along the corridor that would satisfy the Purpose & Need for the project.
The committee agreed with the idea of possibly extending the study to
analyze the Northwest Boulevard corridor.

WSA will include in the Martin Luther King Jr. Drive Extension
Feasibility Report that additional analysis is needed along the Northwest
Boulevard corridor and will be done at a later date.

The committee members determined that Alternative A would be the
Preliminary Preferred Alternative for the Feasibility Report.
